ABOUT SupaNova HS

SupaNova HS will be situated on top of a 6 storey apartment block which has full 360 degree views with virtually no obstructions (there are some trees by the train station across the road).

BACKBONE

Firstly we will swap out the old LOEM link card with a new r52hn card on Mercury, and make use of the current LOEM grid up there. We will direct that grid towards SupaNova HS and link with the grid at SupaNova HS to form a BB link (Merc -g2g- SupaNova HS).

I currently have my node connected to Mercury via grid with great signal, so a BB link should be solid. Below you can see LOS according to WiND.
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This will provide the first point of entry into the WUG from SupaNova HS.

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FUTURE PLANS

QWERTY is currently investigating a possible highsite on Constantiaberg which may enable users in Hout Bay to connect to, and well as users in the Constantia area and surrounds. Setting up a BB link from that highsite on Constantiaberg to SupaNova HS would help increase speeds at Constantiaberg.

SupaNova HS will also provide a great link to new highsites in future that are situated further South (towards Muizenberg and Mitchells Plein).

FUTURE BB LINKS

We would like to look into the possibility of setting up more BB links from the North to SupaNova HS to reduce the load on the current BB links running from North to South.

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CONCLUSION

The image below sums up the above material. You can see the proposed BB link from Mercury to SupaNova HS as well as the BB link to Constantiaberg.

The red line shows the potential coverage of the 2 sectors. We would face the sectors East and South to get maximum coverage and to allow the greatest number of users to connect.

Almost all of the users would be within 6km range of the sectors. However if we had to set up a new HS further South, users would benefit from a BB link from that HS to SupaNova HS.
